SOCIETY OF SAINT VINCENT
DE PAUL NEWS

Helping the Homeless in the Columbus Diocese

St. Vincent de Paul dedicated his life to helping the poor.
He founded a community of priests called Vincentians to
help with his work with the poor. Today, St. Vincent's work
continues at St. Timothy through our Society of St. Vincent
de Paul conference (SVDP).

The Columbus Diocese has a number of counties located
in the Appalachian region that is historically economically
disadvantaged. These counties in Appalachia have some of
the highest poverty rates in the country including Chillicothe,
Ohio where our previous pastor Father Timothy Hayes was
assigned. A report by the National Low Income Housing
Coalition found that Ohio fails to have an adequate supply
of affordable rental housing. This has driven thousands of
families to end up homeless. In Ohio, there are over 10,000
homeless people on a given night of which 3,000 are families.
After the Chillicothe homeless shelter recently closed its
doors leaving many without a place to sleep during the
night, our SVDP conference purchased tents, blankets, and
sweaters to assist the homeless families in Appalachia. These
tents provided temporary protection against the inclement
weather and a small measure of privacy and dignity until the
families received a housing voucher to secure affordable
rental housing.

We all of have a purpose here on this earth and that is
service to God and service to those in need. Thank you for
your generous support which allows our SVDP conference at
St. Timothy to conduct numerous programs to assist the poor
in our Columbus Diocese.
